Air Force releases Thunderbirds 2000 show schedule 

WASHINGTON (AFPN) -- The United States Air Force Air Demonstration Squadron 

has announced its schedule for the 2000 show season. 

After completing a four-month training season, the Thunderbirds will kick 

off their 47th season April 1 at MacDill Air Force Base, Fla.  The team will 

conclude its season Nov. 12, with a show at Lake City, Fla.  Overall, the 

Thunderbirds will perform more than 60 demonstrations in 25 states, Canada 

and Europe.  The team is returning to Europe for the first time since 1996. 

Details for the European tour are being finalized and the demonstration 

sites will be released when they become available. 

A Thunderbird air demonstration is a mix of six aircraft, performing 

formation flying and solo routines. The four-aircraft diamond formation 

demonstrates the training and precision of Air Force pilots, while the solos 

highlight the maximum capabilities of the F-16 Fighting Falcon. 

The team's first performance was June 8, 1953 at Luke Air Force Base, Ariz. 

Since then, the Thunderbirds have flown before more than 310 million people 

at more than 3,500 air demonstrations in all 50 states and 59 foreign 

countries.

Helicopter mishap investigation complete 

PETERSON AIR FORCE BASE, Colo. (AFPN) -- Air Force Space Command released 

the results of its investigation into the Oct. 3 mishap involving a UH-1N 

helicopter. 

The accident investigation board, convened by the AFSPC commander, Gen. 

Richard B. Myers, concluded the helicopter crash was caused primarily due to 

the mission pilots flying too low and too slow for the altitude, terrain and 

winds/turbulence.  Once the aircraft began to sink, they did not have enough 

power, airspeed or altitude to recover. 

The UH-1N Huey helicopter from the 37th Helicopter Flight, 90th Space Wing, 

F.E. Warren Air Force Base, Wyo., crashed near Cameron Pass, Colo.  The 

helicopter was involved in a search and rescue mission for a missing 

3-year-old boy in a heavily wooded valley. 

The aircrew departed F.E. Warren AFB en route to the search area, 

approximately 60 miles south-southwest of the base.  Following a briefing at 

the search and rescue command post, the crew flew two sorties over the 

search and rescue area.  After refueling, the crew returned to the SAR area 

and began their final sortie. 

Shortly after crossing the base camp for a pass up the valley, the mission 

co-pilot sensed the helicopter sinking.  He pulled up to maximum power in an 

effort to arrest the sink, but that failed and the mission pilot took the 

controls.  The mission pilot also unsuccessfully tried to increase power and 

airspeed, but there was not sufficient power at that altitude to recover. 

The helicopter impacted the trees, stopped on a sloped mountainside at 

approximately 8,600 feet and was damaged beyond repair.  All helicopter 

crewmembers were treated and released for minor injuries.  There was no 

damage to private property.

CALIFORNIA WING OF CIVIL AIR PATROL GETS CLIPPED: As the nationwide turmoil in the Civil Air Patrol continues, the CAP California Wing has been told to stand down, except for essential missions.  In the wake of a Department of Defense Inspector General visit to inspect CAP assets in California, CAP National Commander Brigadier General James C. Bobick has grounded all non-essential CAP flight operations in the state.  Investigators said they found, among other things, alleged deficiencies in pilot record keeping.

6Y2K NETS:  On the evening of December 31, starting at 2300 hours Central time, a special net will be conducted to ensure that the resources of CAP can be made available to agencies or officials that might request CAP support. While no one expects extensive problems, it is prudent to plan for the unexpected.  One net station and a  communications van will be at the Nebraska Emergency Management Agency in Lincoln, and another communications van will be stationed in Omaha.  Other radio stations will be associated

with targeted agencies in other parts of the state. This communications exercise should contribute to a broader appreciation of CAP assets and capabilities in service to governmental agencies and disaster relief organizations.

Capt. Brian Farleigh, RC 24, will conduct the VHF net using the Beaver Crossing Repeater, Channel 11.  He will be connected to the HF net to relay messages from statewide HF stations to agencies on select VHF frequencies and repeaters.  He will be able to relay all HF messages as required. He will also be connected to VHF packet nodes, which may be utilized as needed.

Capt. Cliff Krueger, RC 362, will serve as NCS for the HF net, which is expected to use 4.506 MHz usb, with 4.582 as the alternate frequency (unless FEMA requests we support them by moving to one of their frequencies).

All CAP stations are invited to check in.  We are inviting stations to identify their willingness to participate in advance, so that geographic coverage may be assured, and a list of contacts is available to agencies that request a local station or contact. If you are interested, please contact Capt. Farleigh, Capt. Krueger, or Major David Powers.  The nets will function as  controlled nets from at least 11:00 p.m. Dec. 31, through 1:00

a.m. Jan. 1.  However, the duration of each net will be a function of external requirements. Many stations will keep the radios on stand-by status throughout the day on January 1, 2000.
