Observer- Scanner Course Provided Valuable Training

Safety was directed by Lt. Col. Carl Willert, and some cadet training was coordinated by Col. Bruce Marxsen.  Administrative support was provided by Lt. Col. Bill Burton.

Civil Air Patrol poised for hurricane damage assessment

 MAXWELL AIR FORCE BASE, Ala. (AFPN) -- As Hurricane Floyd continues pound

the East coast, Civil Air Patrol members across the south are in place to

respond.

Aircrews in Alabama, Florida, Georgia and South Carolina are standing by

to assess the damage Floyd leaves in its wake while ground teams are

geared up to provide assistance in the most devastated areas. In addition,

CAP communications experts are set to provide instant access to radio

transmissions where Floyd's fury has left a void in communications.

The Florida Wing evacuated its aircraft, except for one, to the west side

of the state. CAP representatives are at the State Emergency Operations

Center in Tallahassee to keep tabs on Floyd's progress. When the storm

moves away from the state, Florida Wing is ready to provide aerial video

to aid emergency managers in assessing hurricane damage. Alabama and

Georgia wings are standing by to provide additional support.

Further up the coast, South Carolina Wing is already in action, monitoring

routes for state emergency managers.

Civil Air Patrol's aerial video capabilities allow still images from

several locations to be directly transmitted from the aircraft to

emergency operation centers within a matter of seconds. Through this

service, emergency managers can quickly determine the scope of damage

resulting from natural disasters.

CAP emergency services volunteers are reporting Floyd's progress directly

to Civil Air Patrol's National Operations Center here. The NOC provides

disaster relief agencies with 24-hour-a-day access to CAP emergency

services staff. From the center, CAP coordinates its resources throughout

a region affected by a disaster.

Civil Air Patrol, the official Air Force auxiliary, is a civilian

volunteer nonprofit, service organization. The unpaid members perform more

than 85 percent of inland search and rescue missions as tasked by the Air

Force Rescue and Coordination Center. For more information about Civil Air

Effective 162200Z CAP National HF Calling/Emergency frequencies are released from communications alert.  The East Coast Hurricane Net is closed.  Stations my continue to monitor and utilize these frequencies at their discretion.

Like all CAP radio networks, the East Coast Hurricane Net stood ready to meet the challenge of providing reliable communications in a stressed environment and the net was a resounding success.  The time and effort of all participating stations are very much appreciated.

More than 70 stations from five CAP regions and the national headquarters checked in and support the operations as did the FEMA NCS, several SHARES stations from other agencies, and numerous Air Force and Navy MARS stations. The highlight of the net was the sign-in of Teal 29, an Air Force Reserve C-130 Hurricane Hunter aircraft, as it departed Keesler AFB for a rendezvous with Hurricane Floyd.  During a five hour period beginning at around 7pm central, CAP stations from NER, MER, NCR, and RMR in addition to the National Operations Center and the National Technology Center (NTC) in

Richmond Virginia provided direct support to Teal 29 as it remained on station in and around the hurricane.  During this time, the CAP stations received hurricane condition and aircraft status reports from the aircraft and the NTC provided phone patch support connecting Teal 29 with home base at Keesler.

These operations are an outstanding example of the cooperative spirit which still exists between CAP and the Air Force and also serves as an example of the kind of direct support CAP can provide.
