FORM 13 RENEWAL DUE BY JANUARY 1. The CAP NEWG Form 13 or Radio Station Authorization Application is due for renewal by the end of December. The 

form should be updated and sent to Capt. Norman Nielsen by that date, to Rt 1, Box 27, Inman NE, 68742, or sent to Wing HQ. A separate form is required for each authorized person's station, each squadron's comm room, and each corporate-owned vehicle that has a radio. The call-sign for a vehicle is usually the vehicle number (e.g., RC 612). Capt. Nielsen cannot file the required reports to NHQ without the information concerning the 

numbers and locations and kind of radios you operate. A Red Cloud call sign is associated with each station, and the list of corporate-owned equipment will be matched against the CAP inventory list. An Advanced Radio Operators Authorization is required to hold a license to operate a station.
