From  NE/CDO:

2. The path to follow is: Go to the NEWG CAP Internet webpage at http://newg.cap.gov  click on Emergency Services in the left menu window.  

3.  You must download the forms to an Excel program. Complete the sheets on the computer and Save As the mission number or month. Form 82 and 83 are multi-page, to print both pages, click each tab at the bottom of the page. 

4. You must begin using these forms immediately. All forms completed after 30 Sept must be on the new forms to be accepted.

From NE/LGM:

All squadrons that are custodians of aircraft and might be such as Chadron for one month each quarter, should contact their local FBO and open an account in the name of Nebraska Wing, PO Box 86344, Lincoln, NE. 68501. Wing, as of Oct 1st, will be paying for all fuel, oil, hanger rent, etc. Be sure you advise them that we are tax free and if they need our tax exempt number, advise and we will send it to them. We need to try to get 

the best prices possible and at present we are getting fuel at Capitol Aviation in Lincoln for $1.80, our hanger rent is $612 per year. Some places we are paying as much as $2.22 so whenever a plane is in Lincoln, they should fuel up and charge to Wing, but be sure to sign gas ticket and have tail number on it. I would like everyone to advise me of the fuel prices at their town and we will encourage pilots to buy at the best prices when possible. Also when you are talking to the FBO you can mention that we do get $1.80 elsewhere and whoever helps us out we will steer business their way. In places where we cannot get a better deal we may have to consider moving the airplane someplace else. As you all know operating funds are getting cut all the time and aircraft repairs are going up. Plus we are lowering the price for flying and will lower it more if our maintenance account holds up. Everybody please advise your fuel price and hanger rent as soon as possible. We will also be furnishing the necessary charts for the airplanes soon as we can get it set up. We are trying to make it as inexpensive as possible to fly and we need help from all of you and your ideas. Thanks, Darrell Jensen

ENCOURAGING WORDS
