We had good participation in the Y2K Comm Exercise.  As expected, there were no computer or electronic problems.   We had aircraft available, with staff at the Wing Comm/Ops room, and comm vehicles on stand-by.  We had Capt. Cliff Krueger running the HF net, and Capt. Brian Farleigh running the VHF net.  All systems worked fine, so if our resources had been needed, we could have responded with all assets.

The 8 January SAR EX had good participation from four sites across the state, with a high-bird used for VHF communications VIA A REPEATER AMONG SITES.  We will try for two high-birds with two repeaters on the April 8 SAREX.

NEWG Pilots and Aircraft Custodial Units:

This is to advise that after much thought, discussion, and negotiations it has been decided to retain Capitol Aviation our Lincoln FBO. They have given us the best price on fuel and maintenance and a parts agreement if and when we need parts on short notice. However we will still get our parts from the supply depot whenever we can in order to help support them. 

The following policy and procedures apply to all NEWG Corporate Aircraft, and Member Owned Aircraft on Official CAP funded missions:

1.  Whenever stopping in Lincoln, refuel at Capitol Aviation and charge it to NEWG.

2.  Insure the airplane tail number is on the fuel receipt. Also the mission number and 

    the pilots name and signature. 

3.  Pilots asking for CAP fuel rates for Member Owned aircraft must be in uniform and

    may be asked to show their CAP ID.

Before we pay the fuel bill, we compare it with the form 7b to be sure no mistake has been made. This also applies to Member Owned aircraft. This arrangement will also make it easier to make repairs to an airplane if something occurs while in Lincoln without having to pay excessively for the repairs.
